
FLORIDA SPRINGS FALL DIVING TRIP

FRIDAY, SATURDAY AND SUNDAY

September 17th, 18th, and 19th

This is the perfect dive trip during the early fall. The days are comfortable and the nights are cool around the campfire. More importantly, the water is always crystal clear and a constant 72 degrees regardless of the air temperature. Vortex Springs is recognized as one of the best diving and camping resorts in the country and has a full dive shop with a complete line of rental gear on site.  The spring basin is only 50 feet deep and is well lit from the surface.  Swimming, snorkeling, canoeing and hiking are also available for guests. AGENDA:   You can meet us at Park and Ride at the Hayden Corner exit on Friday morning at 8:00 a.m. to drive down as a group, meet up somewhere along the way, or you can drive down after work on Friday evening.  We will be staying at the Otter Creek Lodge at Vortex Springs. We will arrive at Vortex Springs Friday afternoon and settle in.  We will dive Vortex all day Saturday with an optional night dive after dinner. Sunday morning we will dive at Morrison Springs if possible or the jetties at St. Andrews Park in Panama City before returning home. There is no refund if you choose not to dive on Sunday.   

COST: Cost for the entire weekend is ONLY $110.00 including surcharge and taxes when paid in advance! Cost includes unlimited Saturday and Saturday night dives at Vortex, two nights lodging at Otter Creek Lodge, Sunday dives, snacks, soft drinks, and award winning BBQ with all the fixings on Saturday night. A $50.00 deposit per diver is required before September 7th to insure you have a place to sleep and that enough food will be prepared. The remaining balance is due upon arriving at Vortex. This trip is limited to the first 26 people to sign up so get your deposit in quick to guarantee your spot. Deposit is fully refundable if you cancel 72 hours in advance.  This is a DISCOUNT PACKAGE costing far less than what other dive shops charge so there can be no refunds or discounts for those not sleeping in the lodge with the group.  
Non-diving guests and children are welcome to come also for $55.00 per person which includes park entry fee, tax, dinner and lodging. I will need to know the total number in your party.

NOTE: 

The lodge is co-ed bunk beds with separate restroom/showers and changing facilities complete with central heat and air conditioning. You will need to bring your own pillow and blankets or sleeping bag. A lawn chair to sit around the campfire and shower shoes may be a good idea too.

Sorry but no pets are allowed at the Springs.

Advanced payment in full for this trip is only $110.00 and I encourage you to pay in advance to save the hassle of paying once you get there. 

EVERYONE MUST either pay the full amount in advance or send a $50.00 deposit per diver to me before September 7th to ensure your spot and help me in planning how much food to bring.
